1. Basic act and Financing source

2. Objectives of the programme, priorities for 2009 and expected results

The overall objective of the programme is to improve public policy interventions to achieve the economic and social goals of the South African government. 
The purpose of this programme is to develop a cadre of researchers and policy-makers with a deeper understanding of households dynamics (incl. those that relate to poverty and the measurement thereof) to enable more informed, evidence based policy making and associated interventions at national level and to improve capacity-building in relevant government departments.
Expected Results:

· Result 1: Knowledge and understanding of poverty and household dynamics and its effects on public policy formulation

· Result 2: Knowledge dissemination and linkage building

· Result 3: Capacity building and training.

Priorities for 2009:

Research Studies;

Calls for Proposals and the awarding of grants;

Develop linkages with government departments and research institutions through appropriate mechanisms;

Monitoring and Learning Facility set up to co-ordinate study tours, exchanges, courses and to develop curricular and training manuals and opportunities for researchers and policy makers.

3. Eligibility conditions

· be legal persons [or an entity without legal personality
 and 
· be non profit making and
· be a statutory academic research institution of South Africa as well as research institutions linked to Universities, or be a Non Governmental Organisation that is able to provide evidence in its statutes that its core business is research i.e. a so-called ‘research NGO’ and
· be nationals
 of a Member State of the European Union and South Africa/ACP countries (beneficiary countries and the countries covered by the Regulations on access to Community external assistance.) This obligation does not apply to international organisations
 and
· be directly responsible for the preparation and management of the action with their partners, not acting as an intermediary and
· Italics=eligibility criteria as suggested by the PSPPD

· Be experienced and able to demonstrate their capacity to manage the scale of activities corresponding with the size of the project for which a grant is requested and
· A willingness and commitment to work with representative reference groups at all stages of the research process and
· Demonstrate commitment and ability to establish partnerships with the relevant government research projects and departments to ensure that findings are inputted into South African policy making and
· Demonstrate ability to profile, disseminate and publicise the research findings and
· Demonstrate commitment to profile the partnership between PSPDP, the Implementing Agency – The Presidency of South Africa, and the European Union (Visibility) and
· Demonstrate ability to ensure quality assurance, strong ethical considerations and intent around research integrity and
· Have a project that constitutes original research and
· Have stable and sufficient sources of finance to ensure continuity of their organisation throughout the project and if necessary, to play a part in financing it; and
· Have the willingness and capacity to build the capacity of emerging research organisations within South Africa and or individuals as researchers to continue to work in this environment after the end of the project and
· Ensure that research projects undertaken under all Calls strive to build in cross-cutting issues such as gender, youth, capacity development, consideration for vulnerable groups.

· An advantage would be to work in a collaborative manner: twinning of research institutions (taking into account especially historically disadvantaged universities). 

4. Selection and award criteria

The evaluation will be carried out in accordance with the procedures set out in the Practical Guide to contract procedures for EC external actions

5. Maximum rate of Community financing

€ 8.5 Million

6. Schedule of calls for proposals:

The Call will be published on mid-March. The deadline for the submission of the application form will be end of April 2009.

7. Indicative amount of calls for proposals

The overall indicative amount made available under this call for proposals is EUR 850 000, which is approximately ZAR 8.5 million. This amount may fluctuate due to the exchange rate. The PSPPD reserves the right not to award all available funds.

Lot 1 –minimum amount which can be applied for is ZAR 250,000 and the maximum amount is  ZAR 850,000

Lot 2 –minimum amount which can be applied for is ZAR 250,000 and the maximum amount is ZAR 850,000

Lot 3 –minimum amount which can be applied for is ZAR 250,000 and the maximum amount is ZAR 850,000

In case where the minimum percentage foreseen for a specific lot cannot be used due to insufficient quality or number of proposals received the contracting Authority reserves the right to reallocate the remaining funds to another lot.
�Subject to the prior approval of the relevant services of the European Commission, grant applications may be eligible if submitted by entities which do not have legal personality under the applicable national law, provided that their representatives have the capacity to undertake legal obligations on their behalf, and assume financial liability. 


� 	Such nationality being determined on the basis of the organisation's statutes which should demonstrate that it has been established by an instrument governed by the internal law of the country concerned.  In this respect, any legal entity whose statutes have been established in another country cannot be considered an eligible local organisation, even if they are registered locally or accompanied by a “Memorandum of Understanding”.
